
INDICATIONS FOR TESTING
Unexplained systemic illness

Multiple system involvement (renal, pulmonary, dermatologic)
AND

The following have been ruled out:    
Infection
Neoplasm
Drug effect

Kawasaki 
disease

Palpable purpura

AND
At least 1 of the following:

Diffuse abdominal pain
Arthritis or arthralgia

OR
Biopsy with IgA deposition

Henoch-
Schönlein 
purpura

Fever of ≥4 days and 4 of the 
following:

Erythema of palms and sole 
with possible desquamation
Erythematous rash within 5 
days of fever onset
Bilateral conjunctival infection
Oral cavity changes including 
erythema, dryness and 
cracking of lips, strawberry 
tongue and diffuse erythema
Cervical lymphadenopathy

At least 1 of the following:

Decreased peripheral arterial 
pulses
Blood pressure difference  
>10 mmHg between 
extremities
Bruits over aorta or its major 
branches
Hypertension

AND

Angiographic abnormalities of 
the aorta or its main branches

Takayasu 
arteritis

(aortic arch 
syndrome)

Systemic illness and 2 of the 
following:

Skin involvement (livedo 
reticularis, tender 
subcutaneous nodules)
Myalgias or muscle 
tenderness
Systemic hypertension
Mono- or polyneuropathy
Abnormal UA
Testicular pain or 
tenderness
Signs and symptoms 
suggesting  organ 
involvement vasculitis 

AND

Biopsy with small and midsize 
artery vasculitis 

OR

Angiographic abnormalities 
demonstrating vasculitis

Polyarteritis 
nodosa

Wegener
granulomatosis

UA + (hematuria)
ESR + (elevated)

Determine systems involved; consider the following:
Urinalysis (UA), Complete
Sedimentation Rate, Westergren (ESR)
